As this year’s successful Bold Eagle 
participants marched in formation 

onto Keller Parade Square on Thursday 
August 15 to accept their commenda-
tions and be formally graduated from 
the program, it was clear that the six 
weeks of basic training had hit its mark. 

The 75 young men and women who 
arrived on July 8 as regular teens from 
around Western Canada now paraded 
onto the square in perfect, striking uni-
son and were saluted by their superiors.

First Nations elders, dignitaries 
such as the Lieutenant-Governor of 
Saskatchewan Vaughn Solomon-Scho-
field, parents and families, and aborigi-
nal veterans of all ages were present 
to support the graduates, and all were 
impressed by the stark change appar-
ent in the young people that was evi-
dent by the precision of their marching.

Brigadier General Christian Juneau, 
3 Division Commander, voiced his 
admiration of the formation. “You are 
very, very sharp,” he said. “I attend a lot 
of parades, and you guys are actually 
really, really good.”

Solomon-Schofield, who inspected 

the troops, was also moved.
“I am somewhat in awe of you won-

derful young people out there, and 
I offer you my heartfelt congratula-
tions on a really well done parade,” she 
said in her address to the group. “You 
do great credit to your instructors, to 
your communities, to your families, 
but most importantly you do credit to 
yourselves.”

Lieutenant-Colonel Tod Strickland 
is Commander of the 3 Canadian Divi-
sion Training Centre which operates 
the program designed to integrate 
aboriginal youth into the military.

“For me, it’s an absolute privilege to 
be part of it,” he said. “It gives soldiers 
from across Canada—my staff—the 
exposure to Native culture that they 
wouldn’t get anywhere else. I think 
that exposure gives them an eye to 
Canadians that they don’t necessarily 
get anywhere else.”

Strickland says he has NCOs and offi-
cers often asking to be reassigned to the 
Bold Eagle program.

“They see the returns right away. 
When they see a recruit sworn in on 
day one, and they see a soldier walk-
ing out on day 42, they see the value 
of what their efforts have produced. It’s 
an incredible thing to see.”
